RESOURCE AND CONSTRAINTS MAPS

The Resources and Constraints Maps are listed in Appendix F and reflect the policies of the
General Plan and the Local Coastal Program (LCP) Land Use Plan, as well as policies of the State
of California and the United States government, as applicable. Based on mapped features and/or
technical data, map updates are performed continuously, and are based on approved technical
data shown in the table below. The column titled “New Information Acceptable for Updating
Maps” applies to broad amendments to the Resources and Constraints Maps that are generally
initiated by the County to maintain accurate up-to-date information. The column titled “Parcel
Specific Overriding Information” lists criteria under which an individual property may be
evaluated. Individual reports prepared under these criteria do not change the overall maps but
may “override” the policies relating to the specific resource or constraint.

Some resources and constraints are included on General Plan Figures, as indicated in the table
below. Please refer to the Santa Cruz County GISWeb for the latest data and maps available.
